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Prerequisites of volunteering with Wimmera UnitingCare 

All staff and volunteers of Wimmera UnitingCare are required to have a current Working with 

Children Check and a Victorian Police Check that is no older than six months. A Volunteer 

Application Form also needs to be completed. The Volunteer Coordinator can assist you in 

completing and submitting these applications. 

To be a volunteer it is important that people are friendly, professional, caring, energetic and most 

importantly enjoy themselves in the role that they have taken on.

Disability - Day Programs 

Wimmera UnitingCare Day Programs 

provide a holistic lifestyle, recreation and 

life skills service for people with a disability. 

This enables participants to gain 

independence and to interact with others.  

Volunteers are required to assist and 

support staff with planned daily activities 

such as craft projects and basic computer 

support.
